1. Write a clear statement of what you plan to study.  In this statement you should make clear how you will be 

taking advantage of being overseas. 
2.  Because this is a variable credit course, explain how you determined the number of credit hours.  Normally 

one credit =10 hours in class + 20 hours of out of class study. Thus a 3 credit independent study should 
encompass approximately 90 hours of work over the course of the term.   

3. Describe how you plan to work with the faculty supervisor you have selected—a syllabus would be 
appropriate here. Your syllabus should include learning objectives and outcomes, a week by week agenda 
including day and time deadlines for submission of work (please note how the work will be submitted and 
reviewed). You must also include grading criteria and a final deadline when all work must be completed. If 
you need help with this, discuss the outcomes and agenda with your faculty advisor first. The final deadline 
of your ind. study must be NO later than the end of finals week of the summer term. Please note: during 
your time abroad you will be in class 4 days a week 5-6 hours per day. You WILL NOT have 
significant time to devote to your independent study during this time.  

4. Present in detail the resources you plan to use. A reading list, a description of places that you will visit, 
people that you will talk to, etc would be appropriate here.
